How to get there

There are several car parks within walking distance to McCallum Park. They are located:
Taylor St, Victoria Park; Gloucester Street, Victoria Park, Ellam Street, Victoria Park and
South Perth, Burswood Road, Burswood; Hawthorne Place, Burswood; Harper Street,
Victoria Park and Albany Highway, Victoria Park. Or go for the easier option and take the train
to the Victoria Park station.

Free parking is available on Sir James Mitchell Park (of Ellam Street) or Taylor Reserve on
Taylor Street.

Taking the bus to the show is easy with several bus stops located convenient to McCallum
Park along Canning Highway; plus ferries run between the Barrack St Jetty and South Perth.
After the ride across the Swan River, it is only a brief walk on to the Show!
